Key
focal points for the workshop include composition strategies, non-linear sound
processing techniques and the associative qualities of sounds.

Hands-on workshops will include assembling an electroacoustic
instrument (the NAISAtron created by Rob Cruickshank), creating sound art and
finally the exploration of sound in space. This initiative is targeted toward youth at
high schools, arts centers and community centers.
